Dear Students and Parents,
As part of our Body Systems unit for the 2014-2015 school year, students will be completing body systems projects for our Body Museum.  The museum will be held on 5/14, and projects will be due that day.  Below is an outline of expectations for body systems projects. Some of the research and project work will be done in Language Arts and Science classes throughout the quarter. Completed work will need to be carefully kept until the final project is put together for May 14th. There will be due dates for work along the way.
Students will be allowed to work with a partner if they choose.  It is acceptable for students to do projects individually if they prefer.  Please discuss with your child the implications of working with a partner (scheduling, teamwork, etc) to make a decision to work with a partner or not. There will be increased expectations for students who choose to work with a partner.
Project Details:

1. Research-each topic will be a smaller component of a larger system (example: for the circulatory system, the project may be the heart, veins, or arteries).  Together the projects will represent the whole system.  Students will be required to research the following information:  

a. The function of the organ and its contribution to the overall system.

b. Diseases of the organ:

i. Explain diseases in ancient or historical times and treatment of those diseases during those times.

ii. Explain diseases in modern times and treatment and medical advances for those diseases.

c. Preventative measures to keep organ healthy.

d. Fun facts about the organ.

e. Two handmade diagrams of the organ. Partner teams will need four diagrams. Some work on this will be done in class.

f. Data analysis and display of data pertaining to the organ. Some work and research on this will be done in class.

2. Each project must be accompanied by a 3-dimensional model of the topic.  The model should be interactive, museum visitors should be able to pick it up, use it, or something should be demonstrated by the model.

3. Display-each project must be displayed in an organized fashion.  A tri-fold display board is not completely necessary, but the display will need to hold all the information and stand on it’s own.  We will not have wall space to hang posters, all the projects will be displayed on tables.  The 3-dimensional model will sit in front of the display board.
